Older Elementary Questions

¢ How can we share that light with others?

Activity #2: Craft
e Have your child draw, decorate and cut out a star
¢ Have them pick one of the names for Jesus from Isaiah 9 and write it on the star
¢ Hang the star on your Christmas tree or in their room to remind them of who
Jesus is and what we are truly celebrating this Christmas season
